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As a member of Morris Chapel United Methodist Church, Rebecca B. Maddox gave of herself to many causes.  However, 
furthering God’s kingdom was of the utmost importance in her life.  In her local church, she served in many capacities. As 
a United Methodist Youth Fellowship counselor and United Methodist Woman, she helped to sponsor countless yard 
sales, bake sales, and many other events to raise money that would enable the church to fund various projects, all having 
a missional focus.  She faithfully served as the UMW president for many years and received the UMW of the year as well 
as the Layperson of the year awards on more than one occasion. 
 
Becky heard the cry of the needy and answered God’s call to help not only in the local church and community, but in 
places all over the world.
